Water and
Dry Stone Route

ROUTE

Take a small path starting from the right side of the old Lime Furnace
(Forn de Calg) and climb a peculiar stepladder (escales de gat)
you'll find to our right. Follow the track, whose gentle slope leads
you up to a new large gravel quarry. Here, where the slope becomes
steeper, leave the main track and turn right to follow a path which
crosses magnificent marl walls.

Go up this gentle slope, and upon reaching a very tight turn which
forms a small esplanade, turn right again, where you'll find a popular
path which leads you along the crest line of the Gatells Range
(Serra dels Gatells). The path seeks the bests passes and brings
you from one slope to the next, delighting you with a spectacle of
dry stone terraces, shepherds' cottages and an unsurpassable view
of Montserrat's southern area. You'll reach quite a wide pass marked
with a milestone and turn 90 degrees, following quite an obvious
path which goes around a pond and the remains of an old hostel.
A gentle slope leads you down to the remains of Varela's hut
(barraca d'en Varela).

Next, we reach the main track, which you'll cross and then turn
right, towards the esplanade of the Shooting Range (Camp de Tir).

You're greeted by large trees and an outstanding view. Follow
another marked path coming from east which leads you in first
place to further natural scales. Keep going down this path's steep
slope until you find small overhanging steps, which you must
descend. You've reached the Cal Rogent Waterfalls. This is a
magnificent work in dry stone composed of a wall over three metres
high with a margin hut and a well inside, as well as completely
symmetrical overhanging steps. Such an image harks back to a
not-so-distant past in which the owners of Cal Rogent spent summer
afternoons enjoying the cool air without leaving their dominions.
Go back to the marked path, going by the Shooting Range and
returning to Varela's hut.

Take the popular track leading to Collbatd, that is, to the right. You'l
reach a plane and to the left you'll see a rainwater collection pool,
known as the “boars' pool” (bassa dels senglars), and if you keep
your eyes open, you'll find several traces of these animals' presence
in the fresh pool (paw prints and silhouettes on the mud).
Follow the track, going by the stepladder and the upper part of the
Lime Furnace, in a very tight turn to the left take a marked path
which goes eastward (to the right) and leads you to The Hidden
Fountain (Font Closa).
